iv. Attend 100% of your timetabled sessions and be punctual.  Inform College if you are 
ill/unavoidably absent. Contact the college before 10 am each morning reporting illness, either 
by phoning 01743 235491 or 01743 266828, or email absence@ssfc.ac.uk   Please bring a 
note of explanation on your return.  Inform all teaching staff before the event if it is a pre-
planned absence such as Open Day visit. 

v. Do not take holidays in term time.  
vi. Any part time employment you undertake must not interfere with your college commitments. As 

a guideline it should not exceed 8 hours per week. 
vii. Organise your study time and check your level of performance.  Prepare properly for 

examinations. 
viii. Complete all homework properly and on time and use your study period wisely.  Beware of 

cheating and plagiarism. 
ix. Behave in a civilised manner at all times.  For example the use of personal music players and 

mobile phones, audible to others, is a source of disturbance. They should not be used in any 
learning environment. 

x. Smoking, drinking alcoholic beverages and the use and abuse of other intoxicating substances 
and gambling are not allowed on the College premises.  

xi. Adhere to the College ‘acceptable use’ policy for IT (including e-mail and Internet). 
xii. Maintain a quiet purposeful atmosphere in the Learning Centre and other study areas. Do not 

eat or drink in the Learning Centre (only water is allowed). 
xiii. Respect your environment.  Use litter bins. 

 

CONSEQUENCES: 
    

If you fail to follow the code of conduct or do not meet SSFC’s values and expectations, some or all 
of the following things will happen: 
 

 

·  You will meet with your Group Tutor to discuss your progress. 
 

·  You will be required to meet with your Student Support Leaders. 
 

·  Your parents/guardians may be contacted and invited into college for a meeting with your 
Student Support Leader and possibly a member of the Senior Leadership Team.            
 

·  You may be put on a contract/report that specifies exactly what you must do to avoid 
putting your place at college in jeopardy.   
This contract will be sent home. 
 

·  You may be put on a disciplinary procedure  
(see Student Planner) and given one final  
chance to retain your place at college by 
complying with our values and expectations. 
 

·  If you still fail to meet SSFC values and 
expectations, you will be asked to leave  
the college .  
 

·  In some serious cases we might also  
involve the police.
